WHEN TO REPLACE THE FILTER CARTRIDGE

The water filter cartridge is rated for 235 gallons (890 L)
or one year, whichever comes first. The electronic control
system monitors the life of the water filter cartridge and
indicates when it needs to be replaced. When it is time to
replace the water filter cartridge, the 4% indicator will be
visible in the control center display panel of the refrigerator.

Although it is designed to last for up to one year of use,
the actual life of the filter cartridge may vary with water
supply conditions. Therefore, it is recommended that the
filter cartridge be replaced when the 4% indicator is
displayed, if the ice cubes become hollow or smaller, or if
the water flow from the dispenser has slowed significantly.

CHANGING THE WATER FILTER CARTRIDGE

1) Lift the grille assembly to access the water filter. To lift
the grille, pull out on the bottom edge of the grille and
tilt the grille frame forward.

2) To remove the old filter cartridge, simply push the
cartridge in and then pull it out. There will be water in
the filter cartridge, so it is normal for a small amount
of water to spill out. Refer to the illustration below.

3) Remove the new filter cartridge from its packaging and
carefully remove the caps.

4) Line up the cartridge so that the locking tabs can be
inserted into the filter head.

5) Push the new cartridge in until you hear a click. The
new cartridge is securely installed if it cannot be
removed by pulling on it slightly.

6) Once the filter cartridge has been replaced, press and
hold the filter reset button for 5 seconds in order to
reset the water filter life monitor. The filter life monitor
has been successfully reset if the %4y indicator is no
longer displayed in the control center display panel.
Refer to the illustration below for the location of the
filter reset button.

7) For non-dispenser models, the first two full buckets of
ice produced should be discarded after the new filter
cartridge has been installed. Allow 24 hours before
discarding the first bucket of ice. For dispenser
models, dispense several glasses of water for a period
of 2 minutes. This will help clean the water system and
clear air from the line.

IMPORTANT NOTE: To avoid excessive water from
spilling out of the filter, a new cartridge should not be
removed for at least 48 hours. Air initially trapped in a
new cartridge may cause extra water spillage from the
filter until it is allowed to be fully purged.

FILTER REPLACEMENT OPTIONS

If you do not wish to use a water filter, the system can be
placed in water filter bypass mode. A separate bypass
plug (part #7011209) is required and is available by
contacting Sub-Zero at 800-222-7820 or online at subze-
rowolfstore.com.

IMPORTANT NOTE: In some cases, a reverse osmosis
water filter system may not be able to maintain the
minimum water pressure needed for the refrigerator
water filter to operate properly. In these cases, it is
recommended that a water filter bypass plug be used.
